Swimming

All children will be going swimming every Tuesday starting tomorrow (5th June). Please make sure you arrive at school promptly, as coaches will need to leave school at the start of the day, to ensure everyone gets a 45 minute session in the pool. The cost of each session will be £1:50 each week or alternatively, if it makes life easier, you can send in £9 tomorrow to cover the cost of all the sessions. Swimming sessions actually cost the school over £5 per child per week (a total of £30 for the term) and so we already heavily subsidise this activity. 
Your support with this is vital to maintain whole school swimming in the future.
Advanced warning

Term dates for 2018/19 and 2019/20 are already published on our website www.tydd-st-mary.lincs.sch.uk for those of you who are looking ahead and booking holidays. 

Government guidelines now make it absolutely clear that Headteachers may not grant any leave of absence unless there are exceptional circumstances. As a result, all holiday requests will be unauthorised unless exceptional circumstances can be given. 

Attendance penalty notices (fines) are once again being issued by the Local Authority of either £60 or £120 per child, per parent for people who remove children from school for family holidays which are more than 3 days (even where attendance has been exemplary previously). These fines double if they are not paid within a short period. We wanted to make all our parents aware of this so they are not ‘caught out’ by hefty fines (up to £480 for a family with only 2 children quickly rising to £960 if not paid promptly) 
In addition, all staff can honestly see the impact of the ‘lost education’ experienced by those who have holidays in term time.
