If your child is absent from school 
we would really appreciate if you could telephone and let us 

know before 9:30 a.m. (close of register) Mrs Want will have to telephone you if she hasn’t heard anything by this time. Thank you in advance for your help with this.

Attendance

At the end of every term the Governors are sending out an Attendance Summary Report to all parents for their child/ren. In addition we run internal reports each month and can provide you with up to date figure should you require information more frequently. 

Children are formally assessed annually and raise concern with external bodies when their overall attendance falls below 90%, when they are then regarded as a ‘persistent absentee’. The use of legal sanctions via the Education Welfare Services on behalf of Lincolnshire County Council has to be taken in extreme cases. Data is looked at year on year and all medical records (which we urge 
you to share with us e.g. prescriptions/ appointment cards etc) are taken into account. If you are concerned about your child’s attendance please make an appointment to speak to me, our aim is to support families and work with them to ensure the children get the best education possible. 

We have increasing evidence to support the negative impact poor attendance has on your child’s progress and their academic success- every school day really does matter!
