Sex Education Policy
Statute requires that we ensure that all pupils are given the opportunity to receive responsible and relevant sex education as a key element of Personal, Social and Health Education in the school curriculum. We will provide an environment in which to explore all aspects of sex education at a level appropriate to both the age and development of the student.

Sex Education in school is part of a shared responsibility with parents and is seen as complementary to the role of the parent.  Pupils are encouraged to engage with their parents on the subject and matter learnt in the school environment. 

Implementation

In providing sex education in the school, our aims are to enable pupils to:

· Build their knowledge about relationships, the nature of sexuality and the processes of human reproduction.

· Develop attitudes and knowledge which prepare them to view their relationships in a responsible and healthy manner.

· Receive facts in an objective, balanced and sensitive manner, set within a context of values and an awareness of the law on sexual behaviour.

· Appreciate the value of stable family life, marriage and the responsibilities of parenthood.

· Consider the importance of self-restraint, dignity, and respect for themselves and others. 

· Recognise the physical and emotional implications, and risks of certain types of behaviour, and to accept that both sexes must behave responsibly in sexual matters.

· Develop an understanding of their adulthood and sexuality.

Parents are informed of the basic outline of the sex-education programme throughout the school. Parents can discuss the content of the study in more depth should they require, this may be particularly relevant where religious views may be held on issues such as contraception.

Parents can withdraw their child from sex-education lessons and provision would be made for the pupil to receive tutoring in a different subject under supervision when such lessons take place.  
Monitoring, Evaluation and Review

The school will review this policy annually and assess its implementation and effectiveness. The policy will be promoted and implemented throughout the school. Parents will be informed of any revisions to the policy.

Responsibilities

The head teacher is responsible for oversight of the policy after consulting with the governing body. 
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
